Tacoma continues its upward spiral
- the September edition of Arizona State
University’s Job Growth Report continues
to show positive job growth for the Tacoma
metropolitan area. Of the three Washing-
ton metropolitan areas analyzed, Tacoma
was the only one that showed a positive
job growth (2,100 new jobs, or +0.85%)
when compared against September last
year. This marks the 12th consecutive
month of positive job growth in Tacoma
and raises Tacoma’s ranking to 62nd of the
290 metropolitan areas analyzed across the
country.
